	Services are accessed through an assessment of the child’s behavioral needs by a Licensed Practitioner of the Healing Arts (LPHA).

Services help the child and assist the family in working toward overcoming the child’s identified behaviors, such issues as: anger management, behavior management, relationship skills, communication skills, problem solving skills, conflict resolution, and social skills.

	Children who are referred to FSRP by DHS have been determined to be a victim of child abuse and at risk.

Services are tailored for each child and family based on an assessment of what needs to occur to maintain child safety and achieve permanency for the child.  Services can include:

Promoting positive change in the behavior of: a child’s parent[s], caregiver, relative, or the child;

Assisting families in achieving positive changes;

Monitoring case safety status, risks of maltreatment, family stability, protective capacities and adjustment;

Promoting permanency and well-being; 

Assisting in implementing transition plans for older youth moving toward adulthood.
